What would we like from you?  Conditions:
· Lead at least 4 advertised rides including off-road sections in the south west within 6 months of qualifying.  Maximum of 14 total riders per ride (including guide and volunteer) to limit impact on other users and trails.   
· Record at least 32 males and 8 females who come on these rides and are not regular Mountain Bikers.
